Note that Luke traces the genealogy of Jesus
right back to Adam (and God). Luke wants to
demonstrate that Jesus is God's answer to the
sinful state of all humanity. Marshall discusses
the various suggestions concerning the diverse
genealogies of Luke and Matthew (Mt 1:1-17).
Annius of Viterbo (AD 1490) suggested that
Matthew gives the genealogy of Joseph while
Luke that of Mary. Marshall considers this
implausible. He suggests that Luke's list
consists of 11 groups of 7 names.
